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Project title: “New Forest”.

Concept of the project: This project analyses the growth of the cities caused by the increase of the population and its consequent alteration on the natural landscape.

The piece show an element, each time more common, of the urban landscape in many cities, which serves as a clear example of his idea: The substitution of the natural elements of the landscapes for others of artificial origin; the telephonic antennas, appearing to be trees.

The work consists of the accumulation of drawings of these antennas on the wall of the exhibition space. These elements, all together, will form a species of wooded landscape, but formed with these artificial elements.
