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 TERRAZO – An aerial perspective of Mexico City
 My main concern as a photography-based artist, is the deveopment of the artistic concept of  “landscape”. For the last three years, I’ve been working around different ideas concerning the public space, as well as the natural space.  The relationship between man and his surrounding space becomes apparent and serves as a starting point in my work, whatever the photographed landscape might be (the city, the jungle or the beach). And it is precisely this relationship that serves as the central core of my projects. My specific proposal for The I Moscow Bienial, is to create a site specific grid, or a mosaic of aerial views of Mexico City. Some of these views already exist, others will be realized for the bienial.  It is hard to define what the specific montage of the images will be at this precise moment, however, the general idea is to create an abstraction based on these highly realistic images. When placed next to one another, each photograph feeds from the next one, loosing all perspective of what the view actually represents. I believe this concept speaks of Mexico City itself, the growth, living conditions and overall logic of my country.
