The proyect consists in the observation of the use of systems in the every day life and their influence in the contemporary experience. Specifically I will work with the notion perspective as a system that gives preference to a logical and apparently tangible order of the three dimensional space,  over  the infinite perceptual experiences. I will present perspective over natural landscapes as a metaphor of logical organized and limited  thinking versus the emotional and sensorial understanding. By doing this I will try to address questions of  abstraction and perception, over rational  and conceptual thinking. In the search of  the inconsistency  will be a  multidisciplinary installation where painting, drawing and sculpture will offer  new encounters between architecture and the landscape and  will try to  orquestrate a structure  where the spectactor can move away from the expected   rules, enhancing  his different levels of perception and abstraction
