   Concept of the project :

One of  the prime objectives in my work is to construct a personal entity and ideal that provokes a sense of freedom in relationship with space. The EMPLACEMENT project consist on it. 

Architecture is always observed as inmobile objects  and thats only a simple perception of  its time, but if scales of time and space grow up, those architectonic objects are in movement all the time, and all of them becomes a small píeces of a bigger and so on. The city its a constant fluid in constant unfolding or develoment.

OVERLAND is just a  freezing moment of  time and space , where the industrial materials used for the píece become  a endless labyrinth with múltiple entrances and exits, each mark and form could signifying something in the real world such as roofs,walls,stairs, peaks, vectors, and  folding areas that explain the transformation of tphysical space in a cathartic expierence.

For OVERLAND , I want to create a construction where the spectators can float during a fragment of time and have their feet firmly on the ground in another, a heterotopia where the inhabitant can feel ordered and calm one moment and chaotic in the next.
